Genesis 1-4 Narrative Poem

1. Choose a story from Genesis 1-4.

2. Choose a unique perspective from which to retell one of the stories (i.e., Eve’s, serpent’s, one of Adam and Eve’s nameless children, etc.).

3. Compose a poem that reflects that character’s perspective of the event in question.

· Your grade depends on how well you demonstrate an understanding of the text and the character you have chosen, so be creative.

· There is no length requirement, but do keep in mind that it will be difficult to sufficiently address the issues raised in these chapters in 5 lines.

Genesis 5-12 Study Questions

1. Read Genesis 5-12 and carefully respond to the following questions by Wed. Though there is no length requirement, I do expect your work to reflect thought and effort. If it looks rushed or too short, then it will be graded accordingly. Push yourself to stretch your horizons. Read and reread the text looking for information you may have missed.

2. Questions:

a. What patterns do you see recurring in chapters 1-12 as a whole? What words recur? What does this suggest about the pattern or structure of the whole?

b. How does the way God relates to human beings change as the narrative progresses (character interactions study)?

c. Make note of any places either on TV, in books and movies, etc. that have alluded to any of the stories we have studied thus far.
