Writing 2.6( Deliver multimedia presentations on selected text

Directions: For this project, you will be working in groups to create and present a lesson on a pre-assigned segment of Joshua, Judges, or Ruth. The actual presentation will be done using Power Point, but other elements will be necessary to ensure a successful lesson/presentation (i.e., a print out of notes for students to use to follow along, etc.). Again, the professional appeal of your presentation will count significantly toward your final grade. It is your responsibility to make sure that each group member contributes equally to the final product and you will be receiving both an individual and group grade for this project.

Reading 3.2: Analyze the way in which the theme or meaning of a selection represents a view on life, using textual evidence to support the claim.

Reading 3.7: Evaluate the philosophical, political, religious, ethical, and/or social influences of the historical period that shaped the characters, plots, and settings.

I. How to start:

A. Read the assigned text thoroughly (at least twice).

B. As a group, begin discussing how your segment of text addresses Reading Standards 3.2 and 3.7c (see above).

C. Create a summary of the assigned section.

i. Make sure to note key verses and their significance

ii. Do research (on-line and in the library) on commentary relevant to your objectives

D. This is the information that you will be putting on your Power Point slides in an abbreviated form.

E. Make sure to document all of your sources by including the appropriate citations in the text in addition to a works cited page which will count as your final slide. (Written and Oral Language 1.3)
II. Create a storyboard:

A. You will need to have 7-10 slides in your Power Point presentation, so generate a draft that will show the layout and content to be included on each slide (just the most important information)( this should be relatively detailed because it is your blueprint.

B. Remember that not all of the information you research will need to go down in written form on the slide because students will be taking notes on your presentation, which will be 10-15 minutes in length.

C. Consider any illustrations, clip art, or graphics that you may want to include to enhance your presentation.

III. Create Power Point slides:

A. Using the Power Point handouts and your storyboard rough draft, begin creating the slides for your presentation.

B. Remember that only key info will be on the slides you present, though you may need a more detailed version to cue yourself during the presentation.

C. Make sure to have a printout of the slides to give to students on the day of the presentations so they can take notes directly on that paper. 

D. You will also want to include a typed outline detailing the order, content, etc. for each part of your presentation that I can use to follow along.

IV. Maintain a daily log of what was accomplished by each group member: Writing 1.92 (Reflect upon work and set continuous goals for improvement)
A. Elements to include: date, name, goal, accomplishments for the day, what needs to be done before next class (maybe create a graphic organizer for this).

B. This will be the piece that you and I will use to hold all group members accountable to an equal portion of the work.

C. You may want to create a calendar to make sure things are done on time.

D. Also, this would be a good time to exchange phone numbers and other vital stats to maintain optimal group communication.
