· Read Genesis 12-50 and answer the following questions: 

· Describe the ways in which God is characterized (in depth study of how He is portrayed).

· Describe the characterization of women. What do you make of these women? What issues does this study raise in your mind?

· Describe the condition of “other races” (people outside the chosen line) and how God relates to them. How is it different form how God treats the “chosen”? How might some of the literate slaves during the Civil War have used this in their literature?

· What trends do you notice in the way in which God relates to human beings as the Genesis story progresses (consider the narrative structure)?
